Installation Requirement

For outdoor applications, shielded Category 5 (or above) cabling
should be used for all wired Ethernet connections and should be
grounded through the AC ground of the power supply.

Connecting Ethernet

1. Connect an Ethernet cable from the Ethernet port of your
computer to the Management port of the TOUGHSwitch.

2. Connect Ethernet cables from the Ethernet ports of your
devices to the numbered ports of the TOUGHSwitch.

Note: PoE is disabled by default on all numbered ports
and is not available on the Management port. To enable
PoE on the appropriate ports, use the Ports tab in the
Configuration Interface.
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Accessing the Configuration Interface

Connect to the Configuration Interface by performing the
following steps:

1. Ensure that your computer (or other host machine) is
connected to the Management port on the TOUGHSwitch.

Note: By default, you can configure the TOUGHSwitch
via any port; however, we recommend the Management
port. (Access to the Configuration Interface can be
limited to the Management port only. You can configure
this setting on the Device tab.)

2. Configure the Ethernet adapter on your host system with a
static IP address on the 192.168.1.x subnet (e.g., 192.168.1.100).

3. Launch your web browser. Type https://192.168.1.20 in the
address field. Press enter (PC) or return (Mac).
